


The Minster is a parish church of the town of Southwell and also the Cathedral serving the Diocese of Southwell and Nottingham.

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Here are some of the different opportunities that are available:

Offsite:

Visits to someone’s home or place of residential care. This might be for prayer or to take Holy Communion. 

These are undertaken by our Pastoral Care Team which includes lay and ordained people. 

Please contact the Minster Office with details of anyone requiring a visit. Please note that we need you to have asked them for permission before passing on their information so that we can approach them about a visit. Distance from the Minster will also be a factor in this as well.


If someone is requiring a Hospital Visit then please contact the hospital chaplain (the Ward staff can help) in the first instance. They will then liaise with us where necessary. 

Do notify us if someone is in hospital or seriously ill at home or discharged so that we are aware. Their names can be added, with their permission, to the weekly prayer list in the Pew News.
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We meet once a month to express our unique gifts, to share friendship, pray together and celebrate life.

The Friends in Faith community is for adults with a learning disability, autism, and additional needs, their family, friends and carers.

The essence of the group is that each one of us is equally precious to God.
